1. Fan tavsifi
Fan tavsifi – talabalarga o‘rganilayotgan ikkinchi chet tilini kasbiy faoliyatda amaliy qo‘llay olish tamoyillariga amal qilgan holda   integrallashgan yondashuv asosida o‘rgatish, o‘rganilayotgan ikkinchi chet tilida ravon va aniq so‘zlashishlarini ta’minlash, talabalarni nutq vaziyatlaridan to‘g‘ri va unumli foydalanishga o‘rgatish, nutq ko‘nikmalarini fonetik, grammatik, leksik, stilistik va tipologik jihatdan to‘laqonli shakllantirish, tilni dunyoda sodir bo‘layotgan siyosiy, iqtisodiy va ijtimoiy voqelikka nisbatan o‘rganilayotgan chet tilida o‘z munosabatlarini bildira olish darajasida o‘rgatishdan iborat.

3. Fanning maqsadi
Fanni o‘qitishdan maqsad – talabalarga kelgusi faoliyatida kundalik hayotlari, ilmiy va kasbiy faoliyatlarida chet tilidan erkin foydalanuvchi mutaxassislarni tayyorlash. Shu bilan birga, ularda vatanparvarlik hissini rivojlantirish, mustaqil izlanish, bilim va ko'nikmalarini darsdan tashqari paytda ham, OTMni bitirganlaridan keyin ham rivojlantirish, hamda umumbashariy va sohaga oid mavzularda ilmiy maqolalar yoza olish, mantiqiy fikrlash qobiliyatlarini rivojlantirish;
– shaxslarda ijodiy va tanqidiy fikrlashni rivojlantirish, baholash va baholashga taʼsir qiluvchi omillarni tavsiflash;
– talabalarda ijodiy fikrlash qobiliyatlarini ragʻbatlantirish usullari va strategiyalarini qoʻllash, shu jumladan, “aqliy hujum”, ijodiy muammolarni hal qilish;
– ijodiy va tanqidiy fikrlashni rivojlantirishni qoʻllab-quvvatlaydigan guruh faoliyati, amaliyoti va tashkiliy strategiyasini muhokama qilish;
– kelgusidagi muammolarni hal qilish va maqsadlarni tasavvur qilish kabi fikrlash dasturlarini, shuningdek, fikrlash qobiliyatini rivojlantirish uchun moʻljallangan oʻquv dasturlarini oʻrganish;
– iqtidorli taʼlim va iqtidorni rivojlantirishda ijodiy tafakkurning oʻrni haqida maʼlumot berish.
4. Taʼlim berish natijalari
Ikkinchi chet tilidan o‘tkaziladigan amaliy mashgulotlarda barcha til ko‘nikmalari – tinglab tushunish, o‘qish, yozish va gapirish talabalarga integrallashgan holda o‘qitiladi. Amaliy mashg‘ulotlarni tashkil etish, o‘tkazish va talabalarning tilni o‘zlashtirganliklarini baholashda til egallashning xalqaro e’tirof etilgan mezonlariga amal qilinadi:
Tinglab tushunish kompetensiyasi bo‘yicha
A1 daraja –kishilar sein va aniq gaplashishganda talaba o‘zi va oilasi haqidagi so‘z va iboralarni tushunishi lozim.
A2 daraja – o‘ziga tanish mavzularga (masalan, sodda bayon  qilingan oila, xarid, mahalliy hududlar, kasb, ish) oid ko‘p ishlatiladigan so‘z va iboralarni shuningdek, qisqa, aniq, sodda habar va e’lonlarning asosiy mazmunini tushuna olishi kerak. 
B1 daraja – o‘ziga tanish mavzular boyicha (ish, ta’lim muassasasi, hordiq va b.) aniq aytilagan gapning asosiy mazmunini anglay olishi, bunda asosan matndagi muhim mavzuga ahamiyat qaratgan holda butun gap mazmunini tushunishi nazarda tutiladi.
B2 daraja – ma’ruzalar va televideniye orqali beriladigan katta hajmdagi nutqni, tanish mavzulardagi qiyinroq nutqni tushunishi, TV va radio orqali beriladigan yangiliklarni tinglab, tomosha qilish jarayonida muhokma qilinayotgan mavzularning asosiy g‘oyasini anglashi, adabiy tilda namoyish qilinadiganfilmlar mazmunini tushunishi lozim. 
O‘qish kompetensiyasi bo‘yicha:
A1 daraja – o‘qish jarayonida sodda gaplar (joy nomlari) bilan bayon etilgan so‘z va iboralarni tushunishi kerak. (masalan, xarid qilingan buyumlarni qo‘llash bo‘yicha ko‘rsatmalar, belgilar, jadvallar va h.k)
[bookmark: _GoBack]A2 daraja – juda qisqa sodda matnlarni (qaydlar, eslatmalar, ko‘rsatmalar) o‘qib tushuna olishi, kundalik hayotga taaluqli (e’lon, reklama, menyu) matnlardan o‘ziga kerakli bo‘lgan ma’lumotlarni topa olishi, qisqa va sodda yozilgan shahsiy xatlarni o‘qib tushunishi ko‘zda tutiladi.
B1 daraja – kundalik turmush va ishga taaluqli so‘zlar asosida tuzilgan matnlarni tushunish talaba uchun qiyinchilik tug‘dirmasligi,xatlarda bayon etilgan voqea-hodisalar, joylar, hissiyot va tilaklarni tushunishi lozim.
B2 daraja – dolzarb mavzudagi maqolalarni o‘qib tushuna olishi, zamonaviy nasriy asarlarn o‘qib mazmunini tushunishi lozim. Chunki talaba asarni o‘qiyotganida uning so‘zma-so‘z tarjimasiga emas, balki asosiy g‘oyasiga e’tibor qaratishi nazarda tutiladi.
Yozish kompetensiyasi bo‘yicha:
A1 daraja –sodda va qisqa jumlalarni, masalan pochta orqali jo‘natiladigan hatlarga yoziladigan gaplarni yoza olishi, shahsiy malumotlar (ismi, familiya, millat va manzili)kiritilishi talab etiladigan maxsus blanklarni to‘ldira olishi kerak.
A2 daraja – qisqa va sodda qaydlarni yoza olishi, masalan, do‘stiga sodda gaplar asosida xat yoza olishi kerak.
B1 daraja – tanish yoki talabani qiziqtirgan mavzularda sodda gaplar bilan mazmunli matnlar yoza olishi, guvohi bo‘lgan voqealar yuzasidan olgan taasurotlari haqida xat yoza olishi kerak.
B2 daraja – talaba o‘zini qiziqtirgan mavzular bo‘yicha ma’lumotlar bera olishi va ular yuzasidan o‘z fkrlarini yozma bayon eta olishi, mavzu bo‘yicha o‘z qarashlarini, salbiy yoki ijobiy jihatlarini yozma ravishda aniq ifoda eta olishi lozim.
Gapirish kompetensiyasi bo‘yicha:
A1 daraja (dialog) – zarurat tug‘ilganda sodda savollar bera olishi, shunday savollarga javob qaytarishi, suhbatdoshi talaba gapirgan gaplarni takrorlaganda/to‘g‘rilaganda talabaga kata yordam bo‘lishi ko‘zda tutiladi.
Monolog – yashayotgan manzili va tanish kishilarni sodda gaplar bilan ta’riflay olishi, shunigdek, do‘kon va mehmonhonalarda ishlatilishi mumkin bo‘lgan gaplarni gapira olishi lozim.
A2 daraja (dialog)–kundalik hayotga taaluqli murakkab bo‘lmagan va tanish mavzularda muloqotga kirisha olishi, ba’zida yaxshi tushuna olmasada muloqotni davom ettirish uchun o‘ziga yoqqan va yoqmagan narsalar haqida gapira olishi, istaklarini sodda tilda bayon eta olishi kerak.
Monolog – oila, kundalik hayot, turmush tarzi, ta’lim olgan muassasalari va kasbini ta’riflash uchun so‘z va iboralar tanlay olishi, ular yordamida gapira olishilozim.
B1 daraja –talaba o‘rganayotgan ikkinchi chet tilidahuddi ona tilida gaplashgandek gaplasha oladigan kishilar bilan kundalik mavzularda suhbat qura olishi, oila, hobbi, kasbiy faoliyat kabi mavzulardagi suhbatlarga osonlikcha qo‘shila olishi hamda o‘z fikr-mulohaza, his-tuyg‘u va taasurotlarini bildira oladi.
Monolog – talaba sodda gaplar bilan voqea hodisalar, orzu-istaklarini va niyatlarini ifodalay olishi, badiiy asar yoki filml syujetlarini gapirib, taasurotlarini ifoda eta olishi lozim.
B2 daraja (dialog) – til sohiblari bilan erkin muloqot olib bora olshi, tanish mavzular muhokmasida faol shtirok etishi, shunngdek, til sohiblaridan intervyu olish va o‘z navbatida ularning savollariga qaytara oladi.
Monolog – talaba o‘zini qiziqtirgan mavzular bo‘yicha aniq va batafsil gaplar tuza olishi, tegishli mavzularga oid voqea-hodisa, narsalarni ta’riflay olishi kerak.
